Convention; '

o nofify the “Administration™ within sixty (60) days of any elgnificent change in the
wrrngements for treining and cestification provided in compliance with: the STCW
Convention and in particulsr with Regiilation /10, paragraph' 1.2 of the Annix thereto, The
significant changes include:

Undertaking;

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- changes that amount to substantia] differences in the information communicated to the
Secretary-Genexal of ths International Maritime Organization pursuant to Section A-I'7 of
the STCW Code.

d provide confirmation of the ststns and wvelidity of any certifieate
of competency lssued by it in 14 days whenever the “Adminlstration” should rquest such
information.

2. The“Administration™ shall:

a. provide the “Certificate Issuing Party® with details of their national maritimo laws
applicable in her State as required in Regulation 10, paragraph 2 of the Annex to the
STCW Convention;

b notify and provide the “Certificats Issuing Paty™ with datails of any certificate that appears
to be frendulent or atherwiss unacceptable;

c.  notify the “Cestificats Issuing Party™ of the circumstances which have led to the decision to
withdraw, suspend or revoke an endorsement on the prounds of miscondnet or
incompetente or any other reason recognizing g certificate of competensy jssued by the
“Certificate Issuing Party™;

d. maintain 8 comprehensive register of endorsements issued in accardance with the
requirements of Regulation 19, paragreph 4 of the Amex to the STCW Convention and
provide details upon request from the “Certifieats Jssning Party™.

3. This Undertaking shall enter info force on the date of the receipt of the last written uotification
by which the parties notify cach other of the completion of their internal legal procedures
required for the entry into force of the concerned document. It shall remain valid for a period of
five (5) years end ghail be renewed antometically for successive periods of five (5) years unless
cither Party gives a written notice of termination six (6) months puior to the explrtion of this
Undertaking,

4. Any amendment or revision of the Undertaking ghall be done by mutual consent of the Parties,
Such an amendment or revision shall enter into forcs in accordance with the provision on eatry
into force,

5. Done'in thres originals in English, Lithuanian and Amsbic languages, one for each of the Parfies,
all texts belng equally suthentic, In cases of doubt, the English text shall prevail,
